1. Best Point of Contact. This entry should include rank and name, address, telephone number, fax

number and signal address of the individual who is best placed to act as an effective point of contact for the

branch. All correspondence, including "hot news" about expeditions and vacancies, will be sent to this

addressee.

2. Membership. This should show the number of current members of the branch at the time of the

report. Additionally, it should also include personnel who were members of the branch for at least 3 months

during the year being reported on. The "Sub Sport Diver" entry refers to all trainees below qualified sport

diver level.

3. Summary of Diving. It is expected that these figures will not be exact. The terms are explained

below:

a. "Branch Dives Organised" refer to each occasion members of the branch organise and run

a dive event for members within the terms of JSSADRs (ie an authorised dive). This should be the

same as each separate SADS log sheet that is filled in and recorded.

b. "Individual Dives Logged" refer to each dive carried out during the "Branch Dives

Organised" above.

c. "Expedition Man/Days" can be found by multiplying the days spent on expeditions by the

number of members taking part. For example, a 10-day expedition with 8 divers gives 80 expedition

man/days. Only expeditions organised by the branch qualify, individual divers taking part in

expeditions run by other branches should be "claimed" by the organising branch. Finally,

"expeditions" only refer to official adventurous training events organised in accordance with the

AATC through the appropriate channels, supported by ATFAs/ITFAs and PXRs.
