When applying to join BSAC and ASADA SB651, the following information available on the ASADA website will be required from all new divers:

Completed BSAC Membership Form.

Completed ASADA SB651 Registration Form.
c.
Completed BSAC Direct Debit form;
d.
Photocopy of current BSAC diver qualification page and / or other diving agency.
qualification (e.g. PADI, SAA, SSI, NAUI).
e.
Photograph proof of student status if applying to join under student scheme.
4.
It is the individual’s responsibility to ensure they are covered by an existing medical in accordance with the latest edition of Joint Service Sub-Aqua Diving Regulations. It is therefore not necessary to send me a copy of your medical.  The UK sport diving medical is no longer valid for serving soldiers in accordance with Joint Service Sub-Aqua Diving Regulations (JSSADR).  If you are still diving under a 5 year Sport Diver Medical you are contravening JSSADR and will need to obtain a new medical through your medical centre using the new Annex 8C form.  Please contact me if your medical centre is not aware of current medical regulations and or does not hold the correct forms.  Please note this is now an annual medical requirement.

5.
Individuals must complete the enclosed Direct Debit form. Please note Cheques and Cash will not be accepted.

6.
Please note the £1.50 SB651 Branch subscription fee will be taken along with the BSAC membership fee on the same Direct Debit. There is no need to send this in separately.

7.
Once completed please post the completed forms with original signatures (not photocopied) to myself at the address at the top of this letter. If using internal (infernal) mail please factor up to an additional two weeks in your time appreciation.

It is the responsibility of individual members to inform BSAC membership (0151 3506200)  directly of any changes to name, title, diver grade and address.  It is also requested that you inform me of the same in order your records can be updated.
